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TECHNIQUES OF MEMORY BUILDING


Memory Verse: “Therefore we ought to give the more earnest heed to the things which we have heard, lest at any time we should let them slip.” (Hebrews 2:1).

Text: 2 Peter 1:12-13; Daniel 1:18-20.
Memory is the ability to recollect, remember, retain and recall what has already been learnt. The greatest problem of many students is the ability to remember what they have been taught or what they have read. Students often fail to recollect important facts during examinations or class tests. It is then very important to have great ability to remember and put to use what we already know. We can build up our memory through a time tested technique called SQ3R. This technique work with the five senses of sight, taste, smell, hearing and feeling, which are God’s gift for enhancing our mental capacity.

With the combined use of these five senses, we can study, read, listen and memorize to acquire the much needed knowledge. The SQ3R technique has helped many students to succeed over the years. This involves (like the 5 senses), 5 steps with each letter standing for a step.
i. S – Survey – getting the best overall picture of what you want to study.
ii. Q – Question – making use of specific questions to discover the main points emphasized in a topic or book.
iii. R – Read – reading carefully to get the ideas, terms and facts in a topic.
iv. Reading will help to increase your knowledge and build up your memory. Reading notes, textbooks, newspapers, magazines and other good reading materials will help to update and build up your mental capacity. Someone said you get 50% of your knowledge from reading.
v. R – Recite – repeating to yourself what you have learnt, to test how much of the topic you have mastered.
vi. R – Review – summarizing and bringing together all you have learnt.

You can also develop and build your memory through effective listening. This is the act of giving full attention to what is being said or taught, in order to understand the ideas and facts. The listening technique can be improved by avoiding wandering mind, daydreaming, drowsiness and sleeping. You can overcome these problems by developing interest in what is being taught by taking good note.
Memorizing important terms, facts and points can be done by developing mnemonics e.g. characteristics of living things can be memorized by forming a mnemonic – MR. NIGER, D. In Chemistry, we can get to know the first twenty elements by forming a sentence like:- Hello Helen, Little Broken Bottle can Never Over Flow Neon, So May All Silly People Suffer Chlorine Against Potassium Calcium. Also, there are subjects that need practice like Mathematics, Chemistry and physics. The practice and solving of problems in these subjects help to enhance memory.
